Day 1  Hammond IN:  Today we travel toward Amish Country. Our first stop will be for coffee and rolls. 
Get acquainted with our fellow passengers as we motor across Wisconsin. This evening we’ll overnight at 
the Amerihost Inn in Hammond, Indiana.  (CR) 
Day 2  Walnut Creek, OH:  Following an included continental breakfast this morning, we’ll head east to 
Amish Country. We’ll stop in Dover at Warthers Carvings before we head to Walnut Creek to check into the 
Carlisle Inn. A docent will meet and greet us and show us around the extensive collection of hand carved 
steam engine trains along with a collection of over 73,000 buttons. Dinner is included in the Ivory Room. 
We’ll check into our hotel, the Carlisle Village Inn of Walnut Creek for the next three nights.  (CB, D) 
Day 3  Walnut Creek:  Depart with our local step-on guide. Today is an exciting day in this beautiful 
valley, including buggy rides, shopping in the village of Berlin, a visit to an Amish broom maker, and the 
New Order Printing Press. We’ll spend some time in the oldest village in the county, “Charm.” A family-
style inner is included this evening. Meet the author of an Amish cookbook will join us for dinner.  (D) 
Day 4  Walnut Creek:  Depart with our local guide. We’ll visit Homestead Furniture Lehman’s Hardware 
(all non-electrical). Lunch is included in an Amish home. This afternoon we’ll visit the world’s largest Swiss 
cuckoo clock, a hand-working forge, last chance shopping in Berlin, Smuckers Jan and Jellies retail store, 
and then top off our wonderful day with a German-style buffet dinner at the Chalet in the Valley.  (L, D) 
Day 5  Newark, OH: Today we’ll learn about the history of the basket-making industry and the 
Longaberger Homestead. Our overnight is in Newark, Ohio.  (CB) 
Day 6  Joliet, IL :  We’ll wave goodbye to the peaceful valley as we travel east to Joliet, Illinois. Check into 
the Wingate Inn for the evening. A surprise dinner is included tonight.  (D) 
Day 7  Twin Cities:  Homeward bound today. Appropriate stops will be made enroute. Early evening arrival 
in the Twin Cities.  (CB)
