Day 1  Grand Island, NE:  We’ll stop for coffee and rolls and get to know our traveling companions. Lunch is on our 
own in Des Moines, Iowa. Arrive in Grand Island, Nebraska for the night. Welcome dinner included this evening.   
(CR, D) 
Day 2  Colorado Springs, CO:  Westward Ho! We’ll continue west on I-80, which was the route for the first trails 
westward for some 340,000 pioneers, and the route of the railroad through the vast grasslands and prairies of 
Nebraska. We should start to see the tips of the Rocky Mountains as soon as we head toward our destination, Colorado 
Springs. Colorado is the highest state in the Union, and it is blessed with air so clean, dry and pollen-free that you may be 
tempted to take some home in a bottle. We overnight at the Drury Inn, Pikes Peak for two nights.    
Day 3  Colorado Springs:  Quick-start breakfast (included) this morning.  Arrival Pike’s Peak Cog Railway, the highest 
Cog railway in the world. When we reach the summit, it is possible to see Denver 75 miles north, the Sangre DeCristo 
Mountains in Southern Colorado and New Mexico 100 miles south. Lunch (on our own) and shopping time in the quaint 
little town of Manitou Springs.  We're off to the Garden of the Gods, a city park consisting of 940 acres, founded in 1909 
and filled with numerous wonders of nature.  (CB) 
Day 4  Rawlins, WY:  Today is a camera day as we travel into one of the most beautiful parts of our country – the 
Rocky Mountain National Park. Have your camera ready as we enter the park and travel up, up, and up to the Summit 
at Fall River, where the air is crisp, clean and fresh. Our destination this evening is Rawlins, Wyoming.  (CB) 
Day 5  Jackson, WY:  North is our direction today, into the awesome Grand Teton National Forest. Arrival in the 
town of Jackson and check into our hotel for the next two nights. There will be time to shop and browse this afternoon 
in this wonderful little town. This evening put on your western duds as we climb aboard covered wagons. Cowboy 
dinner and entertainment included this evening.  (D) 
Day 6  Jackson:  Today is a leisure day. Browse and explore this wonderful town. This afternoon we’ll board our 
scenic float on the Snake River, viewing the Grand Tetons and the wildlife. Perhaps we’ll see a bald eagle or a moose.  
The rest of the afternoon and evening is free. 
Day 7  West Yellowstone:  This morning we’ll travel the Grand Teton National Park, stopping at Jenny Lake. Enter 
the Yellowstone National Park, stopping at Old Faithful and paint pots. We’ll overnight in West Yellowstone.  
Day 8  Cody, WY:  Continental breakfast is included this morning. We’ll stop at Inspiration Point and Canyon Village 
before we depart Yellowstone via the Buffalo Bill Cody Scenic Byway, designated “the most scenic 52 miles in 
America.” Arrival in Cody, Wyoming, the eastern gateway to the park. We’ll visit the famous Buffalo Bill Historic 
Center, where we’ll learn about the building of the American West. Check into our hotel, the Comfort Inn Buffalo Bill 
Village for the night.  Dinner this evening is included at the historical Irma Hotel after the shootout followed by the 
Cody rodeo.  (CB, D) 
Day 9  Deadwood, SD:  East is our direction this morning arriving in Deadwood, South Dakota. The evening is free to 
enjoy this quaint little mining town. Overnight in Lead at the Palace Express. There is a shuttle from the hotel to 
downtown Deadwood. 
Day 10  Chamberlain, SD:  Continental breakfast included this morning. A stop at Mount Rushmore; then the famous 
Wall Drug Store is a must before we enter Badlands National Park. Overnight in Chamberlain.  (CB) 
Day 11  Twin Cities:  Homeward bound today. We’ll stop at the Akta Lakota Indian Museum and the Corn Palace 
before departing for home. Appropriate stops for breaks and lunch enroute. Early evening arrival in the Twin Cities.
